Dear Growing Friends: Welcome to our 23rd annual seed catalog! The
summer of 2012 was long, hot and brutal, with drought afflicting most of
the U.S. Most of my botanical explorations were restricted to Idaho, Wash-
ington, Oregon and northern California but even there moisture was below
average. In a year like this, seeps, swales, springs, vestigial snowbanks and
localized rainstorms became much more important in my search for
seeding plants. On the Snake River Plains of southern Idaho and the scab-
lands of eastern Washington, early bloomers such as Viola beckwithii, V.
trinervata, Ranunculus glaberrimus, Ranunculus andersonii, Fritillaria
pudica and Primula cusickiana put on quite a show in mid-April but many
populations could not set seed. In northern Idaho, Erythronium idahoense
flowered extensively, whole meadows were covered with thousands of the
creamy, pendant blossoms. One of my most satisfying finds in the Hells
Canyon area had to be Sedum valens. The tiny glaucous rosettes, surround-
ed by a ring of red leaves, are a succulent connoisseur’s dream. Higher up,
the brilliant blue spikes of Synthyris missurica punctuated the canyon
walls. In southern Oregon, the brilliant red spikes of Pedicularis densiflora
lit up the Siskiyou forest floor. Further north in Oregon, large populations
of Erythronium elegans, Erythronium oregonum ssp. leucandrum, Erythro-
nium revolutum, trilliums and sedums provided wonderful picture-taking
opportunities. Eriogonum species did well despite the drought, many of
them true xerics. Collecting alpine species in the mountains of Colorado,
Wyoming and Utah was disappointing. Quantities of such gems as Aquile-
gia saximontana and the blue-flowered Phlox pulvinata are limited. How-
ever, the wild seed collections combined with some excellent cultivated
seed, plus some choice selections from the cactus and Yucca collections of
Jeff Thompson provide over 180 new acquisitions for our seed catalog.
Once again, we sincerely thank you for your continued support as we look
forward to many more years of service. .

Please note that we have a minimum order requirement of $15.00. Payment must be in U.S.
funds, either by check drawn on a U.S. bank (which must accompany order), or by internation-
al money order IMO).

As some items are in short supply, please list substitutes on the reverse of the
order form (not necessary for charge orders — we will charge only available seeds.) It is to
your benefit to list several substitutions because we always give extra value if substitution is
necessary. With every order we automatically include bonus seed to show our appreciation.
Because seed for certain species is scarce, we reserve the right to limit quantities. If you have
questions or problems, please write to us (regular mail or email).

The following cash discounts are offered on all orders (taken before shipping and handling
charges are applied): > $100.00 take 5%, > $200.00 take 10%, > $500.00 take 15%, >
$1000.00 take 20% off. We ship year round. All those who order from this catalog will auto-
matically receive the next catalog.

(This is not a strict
rule: most seeds have ambivalent light requirements and may be surface sown regardless of
size. Those needing darkness will be so stated in the individual descriptions.)

(R)ub vigorously between hands to remove impermeable seed coat or fuzz, etc., which may
prevent water imbibition or cause seed rot.

(E)dgewise: seed is flat and wide — insert seed in sowing medium to stand on edge.
(G)ibberelic Acid (GA3) treatment helpful in stimulating germination.

(W)ater treatment: germination takes place under water.

Note: More than one letter may be applicable.

(e) Germination Codes:

(1) No cold stratification necessary: germination is usually complete within a month or
less.

(2) No cold stratification necessary: germination may be staggered over several weeks.
Flushes may occur at intervals, especially if the sowing medium is allowed to dry out
gradually and then re-wetted.

(3) Cold stratification required for the number of weeks indicated, followed by exposure
to warmth, after which germination is usually complete within a month or less.

(4) Cold stratification required for the number of weeks indicated, followed by exposure
to warmth, after which germination may be staggered over several weeks. Another
period of cold may be helpful to encourage remaining seeds to sprout. Alternatively,
seed may be exposed to outdoor winter conditions for germination in the spring.

(5) Warm, moist stratification required for 3 to 4 months, followed by 2 to 3 months cold
stratification during which germination takes place while cold. Expose to warmth
when germination is complete.

(6) Germination of fern spores — sterilize soil medium with boiling water, sow spores
and keep moist with plastic or glass. A green film (prothalli) develops in several
weeks, followed by baby ferns which can be transplanted when big enough to handle.

(7) Germination of orchid seeds requires specialized equipment — consult a reference.

35856.18 (W) Boulder Co., CO, 8500ft, 2590m. Mounding buns of cut aromatic foliage cover them-
selves with yellow button flowers. Similar to Shoshonea pulvinata, but with larger leaves.

Allium acuminatum (Liliaceae) (20x6,Z5,C,L,3:8W) ..ceeeeriveruerinirieieineeieieeeeeeenenenee 100 seeds / $3.50
01285.28 (W) Wallowa Co., OR, 4600ft, 1402m. Bright violet-lavender heads about 2 inches in
diameter here clambering on the canyon walls of Hells Canyon.

Allium amplectens (16X16,Z6,P,C,3:8W) ...ccocevirirurmiiriiieiieieeceeteeeee e 70 seeds / $3.50
05671.12 (W) Josephine Co., OR, 1400ft, 427m. Multiple heads of starry, pale pink florets on red-
dish stems. Frequents the stony red soils of the Illinois Valley.

07875.09 Ex Namrud, Elborz, Iran, 2100m. Dense, 3"-diameter umbels of dark violet flowers.

10476.15 (W) Mono Co., CA, 8500ft, 2591m. Flowers not seen here but this is the only Allium
reported from this area. Flowers should be rosy-purple.

12275.12 (W) Tillamook Co., OR, 1630ft, 497m. Unlike many of the Alliums I offer, this species
produces full clumps of flattened leaves, over which several pendulous heads sway. The lavender-
pink flowers sport greatly exserted stamens. On steep volcanic cliffs.

Allium cratericola (3xX9,Z5,P,C,3:8W) ....ccoeivieiiiieiiiiieeieresese e 70 seeds / $4.00
12740.21 (W) Trinity Co., CA, 3650ft, 1113m. Dense umbels containing 30 to 40 pink, bell-shaped
flowers atop a few narrow, channeled leaves. On exposed, W-facing serpentine slopes. Beautiful.

Allium cristophii (12X16,Z5,P,C,3:8W) ...ccovveeiiirieieiiirieieeeeeeice ettt 25 seeds / $4.00
12744.09 Ex Kandovan, Elborz, Iran, 2300m. Rose umbels over 4" in diameter on thick stems.
Allium falcifolium (7x12,Z6,P,C,3:6W) ..cooeeuiirieiriieieeirieie et sseseseeenns 50 seeds / $3.50

30054.10 (W) Josephine Co., OR, 2700ft, 823m. Over 2 strapping leaves arise large, round, short-
stemmed heads up to 3" across of amethyst flowers with acuminate petals. On S-facing serpentine.

56014.38 (W) Grand Co., UT, 4400ft, 1341m.Umbels of white/pale pink, petals with purple midveins.
Allium obtusum v. obtusum (4x12,Z5,P,C,3:8W) ..cceinirriinrieiceeeeceeecceee e 70 seeds / $4.00

61091.11 (W) Mendocino Co., CA, 5900ft, 1800m. A higher-altitude version of A4. cratericola.
Multiple pale pink / white sessile umbels nest atop a few channeled leaves. Outstanding. Serpentine.

Allium parvum (5x7,Z4,P,L,3:6W) ....oooiviriiiiiiiiiiiiiiieiieeieeeieee e eiseeenneenn. 00 seeds / $3.00
30456.18 (W) Blaine Co., 6700ft, 2043m. The tiniest Allium with heads of violet. Was listed as
Allium sp. (Galena, ID).

Allium robinsonii (2X9,Z6,P,C,3:8W) ....ccvirieiiireieiceeeeeete e 30 seeds / $4.00
74610.12 (W) Kittitas Co., WA, 775ft, 236m. Darling miniature with heads of long-tubed, raspberry-
pink flowers over a few narrow, strapping leaves. Growing in volcanic sand.

Allium simillimum (2X5,Z3,P,C,3:8W) ....ccuruiiirieeiieieeiieteer ettt 60 seeds / $4.00
76456.10 (W) Blaine Co., ID, 8800ft, 2683m. Prostrate, glacier-white flowers over thready leaves.
Allium siskiyouense (5x9,Z25,P,C,3:8w) 70 seeds / $4.00
76476.41 (W) Siskiyou Co., CA, 6100ft, 1860m. Sessile umbels of deep rose-pink to magenta flow-

ers over two narrow, falcate leaves. A dwarf version of A4. falcifolium growing on high ridge crests.

Allium sp. (Illinois Valley, OR) (26x12,Z6,P,C,3:8W) ...cceveuirirrrririereiirrieeeeeeenes 60 seeds / $3.50
10654.12 (W) Josephine Co., OR, 1400ft, 427m. Heads of white flowers with green midribs. Too
dissimilar to be A. bolanderi. 1 did find herbarium records matching this species but were not named.

Allium tribracteatum (2X6,Z7,P,C,3:8W) ...cceiiririeieisieieiiieieeseee e 50 seeds / $4.00
78763.11 (W) Tuolumne Co., CA, 5400ft, 1646m. An exceptionally dwarf Allium with pale pink to
purplish-pink flowers in small heads. Best effect en masse.
